¢ Discuss how this group suffered during the Holocaust.

The formation of the modern feen identity often involves a tricky
balancing act between traditional values (e.g., religion, family) and more
modern ones (e.g., consumerism, Facebook). A worthwhile activity would
be to ask the class what they feel are the key markers of identity for them
and their peers. In groups of five or six, have each group come up with
four key items and categorize each as either traditional or modern.
Record the groups’ responses on chart paper and discuss each one
thoroughly
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POST-SCREENING ACTIVITY:

Have each student answer the following questions individually:

1. How does each film’s teenaged subject experience the clash of
modern values with traditional ones? Respond in chart form, giving two

examples for each film (see example below).

2. How does this clash impact the identity of each subject?

3. How are the challenges each subject faces like or unlike the challenges
you face in the formation of your own identity? Explain.

CONCLUSION/WRAP-UP:

Using the software Comic Life (licensed to the Board), have students
produce a brief “identity memoir” in comic form, reveadling the elements
which they feel are most important in fashioning their own personal
identity, be they traditional or modern. The focusing question — How do |
know who | am supposed to be? — could be used to frame this
assignment.
